In fact, as I mention above, Iraqgi’s are killing Iraqgi’s because they
represent a different version of the Islamic faith. That would be tantamount to Catholics killing Protestants,
which actually did happen in Northern Ireland, as we know. I personally believe it is time for religion as a
political force to end.

I love tradition, liturgy, classical music and the prayers we offer up as a community of faith every
Sunday. ButI believe other very different forms of worship are fine too for those who practice them. It is
not a question of right and wrong, either/or, but rather both/and. I cannot think of a better time for us who
follow the teachings of Jesus to take him ever more seriously than ever before. Therein lies our hope for a
badly fractured world that is groaning in pain. Not converting anyone to our religion, but rather treating
everyone with more kindness than is necessary. There is absolutely no doubt whatsoever that if everyone
did practice that we would have the heaven on earths that Jesus talks about throughout his teachings. He
called that the kingdom of heaven and the kingdom of God. Not as a place we will go when we die, but
rather what the world would and could be like if we wanted it to be and acted accordingly. I realize we
cannot do very much about the wars, murders and cruelty that surround us in the world. But we can do
something about how we live, treat one another and behave right here in our community, in Cedarburg, in
our neighborhoods and schools. That will be a beginning of a movement that will spread and bring
healing to everyone it encounters. It is time to start now. Please pray in earnest that God’s Holy Spirit will
guide us and especially those in power to always do the right thing.
